The City of Oceanside broke ground on Pure Water Oceanside, a project that will 
purify recycled water to 
create a new local source 
of high-quality drinking 
water that is clean, 
safe, drought-proof, 
and environmentally 
sound. Scheduled to be 
completed before the 
end of 2021, Pure Water 
Oceanside will be the 
fi rst operating advanced 
water purifi cation facility 
in San Diego County.

The $67 million project 
will source recycled water 
from the City’s San Luis 
Rey Water Reclamation 
Facility. Advanced technology will be used to replicate and accelerate the natural 
recycling process to provide 3 to 5 million gallons per day, or more than 32% of 
the City of Oceanside’s water supply.
